Financial Aid Grants to students with exceptional need who have been negatively impacted by
financial disruptions due to the COVID-19 pandemic. As Angeles College was a recipient of
HEERF I1 314(a)(1) of the CRRSAA, we were not required to submit a new application in
connection with HEERF I111; rather, a Certification and Agreement was signed and returned to
the Department of Education.

Angeles College received $218,031.00 from the federal government for the CRRSAA/HEERF I
(February 17, 2021) and $133,037 from the American Rescue Plan (ARP) Act (August 5, 2021),
total of $351,068.

As of September 30", 2021, $165,500 of that money has been distributed in CRRSAA/HEERF Il
and $0 under the ARP/HEEERF I11 program.

As of September 30", 2021, total of $165,500 has been distributed from CRRSAA/HEERF II.
